Image Problems
2] No image appears on-screen
+ Ensure the power adapter/cable are correctly and securely connected.
+ Ensure the pins of connectors are not crooked or broken.
+ Make sure the projector is switched on.
+ Make sure the “TV OUT” setting of the iPod/iPhone is set to “ON”".
[7] Image is out of focus
+ Adjust the Focus Dial.
+ Make sure the projection screen is between the required distance 9.6 to 126.6
inches (0.245 to 3.215 meters) from the projector. See page 5.
[7] Image is too small or too large
+ Move the projector closer to or further from the screen.
[7] Image is reversed
+ Select “Source --> System --> Projection” from the OSD and adjust the
projection direction.
